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About

This guide is part of a floristic assessment tool for the ravine and bluff ecosystems of the Illinois Lake
Michigan Watershed. The purpose of this identification guide is to highlight the species used in the
meander-based Ravine Rapid Floristic Quality Assessment (RRFQA), developed by Plants of Concern at the
Chicago Botanic Garden, and should be used with the RRFQA protocol and datasheet found at
plantsofconcern.org/quides#ravines.

Species Included

The species represented here are only those included in the assessment; this is not a comprehensive guide to
species found in ravines. The species in this guide were selected with help from ecologists, botanists, and
land managers familiar with the ravine and bluff ecosystems of the Illinois Lake Michigan Watershed. They
were carefully chosen to provide a qualitative floristic assessment representative of more intensive sampling
while remaining within the limits of the RRFQA protocol.
