This site is a classic piece of valley side wet woodland associated with the Upper
Greensand spring line that occurs in around the Blackdown Hills. The lower slopes
are dominated by birch and willow with a ground flora covered by large hummocks of
sphagnum moss. Running through this are a good number of relic hedge boundaries.
These along with plenty of rotting timber provide a diverse habitat for the bryophytes.
The upper part of the woods, which are much drier, has been affected by numerous
changes and has a less diverse bryoflora. For what is a relatively small area the
presence of 65 mosses and 21 liverworts is an excellent number. There are certainly
more to be recorded but the very swampy areas, the presence of thick undergrowth
and the absence of the ephemeral bryophytes to be found later in the year mans that

this list may be added too.

There is a possibility that the locally rare liverwort Aneura mirabilis may occur here,
as it is associated with hummocks of Sphagnum palustre in wet birch woodland. The
problem is that it grows at the boundary between the base of the hummocks and the
peaty soil. This requires lifting large amounts of sphagnum, which is a rather

destructive process.
